Does your creative imagination and your current occupation line
up with each other? Are they consistent or in conflict?

4. Conceptualize your vision. Jot down ideas, concepts or thoughts
that you can use to create a plan that will enhance your vision.

5. Internalize your vision. Using the concepts from above, articulate
what you would like to accomplish. What is God calling you to
do?

Break the plan down into components:
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Review the components of your plan. How do the pieces fit
together? Is anything missing? If so what?

6. Prioritize the components in order of importance:
